v.  Write up on candidate’s research experience and suitability for Postgraduate studies.

vi.  Curriculum vitae (CV) with names and contact details of three traceable referees.
vii.  Original proof of availability of funds for training i.e. official sponsorship letter.
viii.  Proof of payment of an appropriate application fee bearing the name of the applicant and the amount of application fee paid.

ix.  English proficiency certificate (@ must for all international applicants) or proof that undergraduate courses were taught in English Language.
