A Commissioner of Oaths must duly
certify these as true copies of the originals.

iii. Two reference letters (two academic references for candidates who are not employed and one academic reference and one professional
reference for candidates who are employed).

iv. 1 page research interest concept note.

v. Write up on candidate’s research experience and suitability for Postgraduate studies.

vi.  Curriculum vitae (CV) with names and contact details of three traceable referees.
vii.  Original proof of availability of funds for training i.e. official scholarship sponsorship letter or proof of a constant source of income.
viii.  Proof of payment of an appropriate application fee bearing the name of the applicant and the amount of application fee paid.

ix.  English proficiency certificate (a must for all international applicants) or proof that undergraduate courses were taught in English Language.
